“That is why starting August 26, 2016 and running through September 6th, we will be working
overtime to catch and arrest anyone who is driving drunk.”

In addition to looking for drunk drivers, Franklin Park will be stepping up seat belt enforcement particularly at night
when seat belt usage rates are lowest.
