 Make a plan for a sober ride home before you go out.  
 If you’ve been drinking or using marijuana or other drugs, call a taxi, take 

mass transit, or call a family member to get you home safely. 
 Use your favorite ride-share service, such as Uber or Lyft, or use public 

transportation. 
 If you see a drunk driver, pull over safely and call 911. 
 Make sure everyone in your vehicle wears their seat belt. It is the best 

defense against an impaired driver.
