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The Franklin Park Police Department Announces Distracted Driving

(28) citations for handsfree law violations and seventeen (17) citations for other violations during 
April’s Distracted Driving Awareness Month enforcement campaign. 
 
This 
increased enforcement was implemented to help motorists avoid the often-deadly 
consequences of distracted driving with a simple reminder: Drop it and drive.”
